c) The quality of our work in our own life can be 
temporary or eternal (vs. 12-15) (1 Peter 1:3-9)

1 Corinthians 3:16-23

b) Christians must live by the wisdom of God and 
not the wisdom of this world (vs. 18-20) 

c) God’s Spirit freely gives all things to Christians 
regardless of who shared God’s truth with them  
(vs. 21-23) (2:12)
